left, until the road ends at a “T” which is Main Street. Make
sure you're in the right lane.

Clayton Hall will be on
your right (just past the Courtyard Marriott Hotel). Turn
into the Clayton Hall entrance and continue past the building
entrance to the upper parking lot on your left.
